· Only three wards, Wollaton West, Bridge and Mapperley have higher employment rates than the national average. Only Wollaton West has a lower unemployment rate than the national average
· The lowest employment rate in the City is in Bilborough although the highest unemployment rates are in Arboretum and Aspley wards.
· Clifton South and Aspley have the highest proportions of part time employees.

· Leen Valley has the highest proportion of self employed people.

· Official figures including students can severely underestimate rates in wards with high student populations. Rates in Dunkirk and Lenton ward are more than three times higher when students are excluded.
