Ward Headlines – Method of travel to work
· In Bridge and Dunkirk and Lenton wards, walking is the most common method of travelling to work. In all other wards, driving a car or van is the most common method.
· Public transport (tram or bus) usage is highest in Aspley (26.9%) and Bestwood (27.7%). In 13 wards, more than 1 in five people travel to work by public transport.

· In eight wards, more than 50% of people in employment drive a car or van to work. The highest percentage of 62.4% is in Wollaton West.

· In every ward, more than 10% of people cycle or walk to work. In six wards, the percentage is more than 30% and Dunkirk and Lenton has the highest level at 41.4%.
· The largest change since 2001 has been a fall in people working from home, a larger percentage of people drive to work by car or van but a smaller percentage are passengers. The percentage using public transport has increased as has the percentage of people who walk to work.
